But our walk to our Jerusalem does not have to
be grim. We can set our faces to our purpose with a sense of joy and
peace weaving its strength through our anxiousness because we know that
Christhas gone before usand now goes with us. We have his victorious
presenceto give us courage. Once we have committed our lives com-
pletely to him, thenwe are able because he isable. His strength flows
through usas we attemptimportantand great things for him and by his
power. After he has control of the nerve center of our wills, Jesus can use
ustodothe otherwise impossible. Jesus wentto his Jerusalembelievingin
God’ vindication, sotoowe can live out our commitment knowing that
Godthrough Christwill have the final word.
