“Jesus said to them, ‘Loose him, and let him go,”” John 11:44.

DuringJesus’ journey to Jerusalem, our Lord was led to the
tomb of his best friend, Lazarus, who died four days earlier. Jesus
raised him fromthe dead. Itwas his greatest miracle. Itwasasign ofthe
new age to come inwhich Jesus, as resurrected Lord, would raise the
deadamongthe living—people like youand me, those who are alive but
dead to what life was meantto be. Put your name in verse 43, where
Jesuscommands “ ,come forth.” In other words
Jesusissayingtoyouandme, “Comealiveand live!”

Thereisanother truth inthisstory. Jesus commanded the people
tounbind Lazarusand lethimgo. Lazaruswasalive and out of the
tomb, but he was still bound by grave clothes. Like so many of usand
or friends, we may be out of the tomb through belief in Christ, butwe
have yetto be setfreeto live life abundantly. Notice that Jesus himself
did notunbindthe grave clothes. He commanded the others standing by
to do so. The same is true today. We are to be the ones to unbind
othersfromthe grave clothesthatinhibit others fromtruly living their
livesin Christ. We are to help unbind others from fear, sick memories,
reservations, andtimidity. We can dothat by listening, loving, praying
forthemand praying withthem.

Raising Lazarus cost Jesus hislife. Yet Jesus did what he did
outof love for Lazarusand his family. Letus ponder this third week of
Lent: “Whatare we reluctant to do for people because of the inconve-
nience, problemsordanger itmay cause us?”

Godblessyouonyour Lenten journey to Jerusalem.
