Of Letters

Nearly 1 in 4 children lives in a family
that struggles to get enough to eat.
Because of rising unemployment, re-
duction in working hours, or lower
wages, a record number of Americans
are receiving help from the Supplemen-
tal Nutrition Assistance Program
(formerly called food stamps) or their
local food pantry.

But for most families, food
stamps provide only enough food to get
through the first 3 weeks of the month.
Too often, parents must choose be-
tween paying the rent and providing
food for their children.

That's why Bread for the World
is urging Congress to protect and
strengthen the Earned Income Tax
Credit (EITC) and the Child Tax Credit.
These credits enable low-income fami-
lies to make ends meet and feed their
children.

The EITC was established in
1975 to help low-income families hold
on to more of their earnings. The EITC
is a refundable tax credit geared primar-
ily toward families who have 1 or 2 chil-
dren. According to a 2006 Brookings
Institution study, the EITC lifts more
children above the poverty line than any
other government program.

The Child Tax Credit, is worth
up to $1,000 for each child under age 17
claimed on a worker’s tax return. It pro-
vides close to $50 billion to families with
children every year. Until recently, this
credit was not available to families with
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incomes below $11,300, meaning
nearly 20 million children living in
poverty did not benefit from the
credit. We want to ensure that
recent improvements stay in
place beyond their 2010 expira-
tion.

PLEASE join us the Sun-
day in the Hilty Room for letter
writing to our congressmen as we
will be urging them to protect
and strengthen the EITC and the
Child Tax Credit. We will also
seek additional funding for Vol-
unteer Income Tax Assistance
(VITA) sites, which provide finan-
cial education and free tax prepa-
ration assistance to low-income
people.

PLEASE take a few min-
utes to write a letter as we help
these working families be able to
provide for their families.
